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ABSTRACT

In this paper, we propose an initial timing acquisition algorithm for terrestrial cloud transmission (CTxn)
systems. By combining auto-correlations of several repetition patterns within preamble symbols, the proposed
scheme can improve the reliability of the timing metric for CTxn system with co-channel interferences.
Simulation results show that the proposed scheme improves the reliability of the timing metric for terrestrial

CTxn systems.
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
